Council received around $3,282
rebate from TU National

July 2006.

Trustee’s Report —

Rick Murphy attended the national convention in Minneapolis. The meeting was well
attended. Future National conventions — Boise, Idaho September 13-15 2007, Salt Lake
City, Utah 2008, Michigan 2009 — 50™ Anniversary. Attendees went on conservation and



fishing trips to driftless area including Trout Creek. Strategic plan started in 2005 has
been completed. There is a strong need for a TU national capital campaign to have more
unrestricted funds available at TU National. We have adequate funding at TU National
but not much flexibility as a lot of funding restricted by federal and other non-profit
agency grants. Embrace-A -Stream program had 50 proposals from 21 states this year.

NLC — Steve Brown
He is on two committees:

By Laws and Chapters — Review the by laws of all chapters to make sure they follow
the laws and can successfully pass an audit. It is very important for TU to maintain its
nonprofit status.

Abandonment of Mines — Not much working being done at committee level. Congress
did renew funding for abandonment of mines. Steve going to look into why the State of
Tennessee does not have a State Mine commission established and get back with the
council. If we did have the mining commission the State of Tennessee could receive
federal funding for clean up of mines.

Steve asked Council members for their ideas on how we improve membership retention
at the chapter level.

Steve Brown mentioned that we barter for some of the
BTB work and if anyone could volunteer a guide trip it would be much appreciated.
